) topics.

· Grant recipients must submit a summary of their grant implementation to the C3 Conference  webmaster for publication on the 2011 C3 Conference website and, also, submit verification of expenses to the C3 Grant Chair by June 4, 2012. 
· Grant recipients will be invited to share a summary of their grant implementation at the 2013 MSET (formally MICCA) Conference, at the Baltimore Convention Center. 
How may grant funds by used?

· Grant funds may be used for software
, hardware or peripherals, curriculum development and/or lesson plans needed to complete the program.
· Grant funds may be used for student prizes and consumables if supporting a larger implementation effort.
How will grants be awarded?

· Members of the C3 Grant Committee will evaluate all grant proposals. Selections will be final.
